Introducing a new guinea pig
Do it gradually and with care:

• Choose a neutral space
 (not on piggy’s home turf)

• Place open ended hideouts and food at 
 both ends of the space

• Monitor body language - some chatter is
 normal, but separate if it turns aggressive

• Start the mix in the morning so you have 
 the whole day to monitor them.

• Clean and rearrange their shared home
 before housing them together
